Clothing List


Dear Parents/Guardians/RLCs; Please read the following information even if you have had kids attend camp before, as some information has changed.  
Students need to have 1 medium-size, soft-sided suitcase or bag for their clothing and belongings – NO hard-sided suitcases and NO garbage sacks!  This is because they will be loaded underneath the bus, and then the students will have to keep them under their bed.  Kids need to be able to carry their own bag from the bus to the cabin over a dirt trail, so keep in mind weight and whether they have wheels or not.  There needs to be nothing attached to the outside of the bag either, such as pillows or shoes.  A name tag will be provided, with both print & braille, to assist in sorting at camp.
Following is a suggested clothing list for camp.  Please have every student going to camp help pack their belongings, regardless of their abilities, as they will need to know what they have and where it is in their bag.  Also, mark all of the student’s clothes with their name or initials with a permanent pen on the tag, as sometimes mix-ups occur in the bunkhouse or shower room.

SUGGESTED CLOTHING LIST

4 pair long pants

2 pair short pants

4 shirts

6 pair socks

6 pair underwear

2 pair shoes or boots
warm and light jacket sweatshirt
hat or cap
raingear
swimming suit 
sack for dirty clothes

comb/brush 
toothbrush/toothpaste

shampoo

deodorant

sunscreen 
feminine hygiene, as needed
We’ll be bringing just about everything else the students will need, so please do not let them bring extra items.  They won’t need any toys or books, as we will be so busy all day long, and they just will not have time for them.  Students shouldn’t bring any electronics either (except for personal gear such as hearing aids) as the weather and sand will most likely ruin them.

Sleeping bags need to be separate from their clothing bag, and rolled & tied securely.  A pillow, if they bring one, may be rolled in their sleeping bag – however, if they want to use it on the bus it should be with them personally, not their gear.  Again, a name tag will be provided for camp.
Please do not let the students pack any pop, snacks, chips, candy or other junk food!  We will have plenty of food & snacks available, both at camp and on the bus rides. It just causes problems if they bring their own, and will be confiscated if found.

Students may purchase camp gear (T-shirts, sweatshirts, jackets, caps, or other souvenirs) from Camp Magruder on Thursday morning, just before we leave.  We prefer students bring a check made payable to Camp Magruder, rather than cash or a credit/debit card.  If desired, staff can hold your check until the store opens.  Camp’s website is www.campmagruder.org if you would like to view and price their items – however item and prices may change, and their site is not always up-to-date.
We’re looking forward to having another fantastic year at camp!
